Situated in the dome of Grand Lisboa, which is 

located 238 meters above the street with a magnificent view 

of Macau, the restaurant offers a superb menu of French 

gastronomic cuisine, meticulously crafted by the world's most 

MICHELIN-starred chef Joël Robuchon. The centrepiece of 

the restaurant is a breath-taking crystal light chandelier 

cascading from the middle of the ceiling, made up of over 

131,500 pieces of Swarovski crystal. 

 

Robuchon au Dôme has been awarded three MICHELIN 

Stars for seventeen consecutive years by the MICHELIN 

Guide Hong Kong and Macau from 2009 to 2025. In addition 

to receiving Five Stars from the 2025 Forbes Travel Guide – 

the highest rating for hotel dining – the restaurant has also 

received three Diamonds from the 2025 Black Pearl 

Restaurant Guide, attaining this legacy for the seventh 

consecutive year. Boasting the most extensive and exclusive 

wine collection in Asia with over 17,400 labels, the restaurant 

has also been honoured with the Wine Spectator's "Grand 

Award" yearly since 2005.
